Coaching Staff
Ehren Earleywine
A two-time conference Coach of the Year, Ehren Earleywine is in his fourth 
season with the Missouri softball team.  Earleywine helped the 2009 Tiger 
squad to a 50-12 record and coached the team to its first Women’s College 
World Series appearance in 15 years, winning Big 12, NCAA Regional and 
NCAA Super Regional titles along the way.  In 2007, Earleywine’s squad 
wrapped up a 40-24 season with the program’s 11th appearance at an 
NCAA Regional.  For his work, Earleywine was named Big 12 Coach of 
the Year.  Prior to inheriting the Missouri softball squad, Earleywine served 
three years as head coach at Georgia Tech and was tabbed ACC Coach of 
the Year in 2005.  Earleywine is the fifth fastest coach to reach 100 wins in 
NCAA Division I softball history.
Melissa Tucci
In three years with the Tiger softball team, Melissa Tucci has coached two 
Missouri outfielders to National Fastpitch Coaches Association (NFCA) All-
Region honors and two Tigers to All-Big 12 accolades.  Prior to her time at 
Missouri, Tucci served as head softball coach at Marist College in Poughkeepsie, 
N.Y., from 2001-06.  
Pete D’Amour
Pete D’Amour has served on Missouri’s staff for three seasons, helping Tiger 
pitchers and catchers to Midwest Region accolades.  In 2009, Missouri’s 
Women’s College World Series squad managed a combined 1.47 ERA, the 
lowest Tiger ERA in 10 years.
Missouri Players and College Coaches
There are 12 current University of Missouri Softball Players that are former MU 
campers as well as seven more incoming committed/signed players.  Campers 
will receive one-on-one instruction from current MU players as well as coaches 
from the following schools:  Saint Louis University, Truman, Missouri S&T, 
Maple Woods Community College, Central Methodist, Westminster.
